On April 1st the NUT National Executive received the results of the ballot for a one day strike to protest at the continuing cuts in teachers’ real pay. When the result was known there was no hesitation in agreeing to call the action on April 24th. Indeed the vote to proceed with a strike was unanimous. The Officers of Coventry NUT would like to thank all those members who took part in the ballot, all those who voted yes and the School Reps and members who invited us into school meetings.





The next two weeks will be crucial. We now need to ensure that the first national teachers’ strike for 22 years is as successful as possible. All NUT members in all schools are asked to take part in the action. Every NUT member is now protected by this ballot and is fully entitled to take part. We have been assured by unions representing other teachers and support staff that they will advise their members not to do any work on 24th April which would normally be done by NUT members. It is also illegal for supply agencies to allow their staff to be used to cover for teachers in strike. Therefore, your action will be effective no matter how strong the NUT is in your school. Teachers not yet in the NUT can join at a reduced rate at any time before April 24th and take part in the action.





We would also ask members to make April 24th a day of visible protest and strength. We have been asked if schools can make their own banners – this would be very helpful. Certainly we would appeal to members to come to the Regional Strike Rally in Birmingham (details below).
