National Pay Award


The School Teachers’ Pay Review Body (STRB), which currently sets our pay levels, will meet in January 2009 to review the 3 year pay deal that they imposed in September 2008 and which proposes a 2.3% increase in September 2009.


It could be that, in the present economic climate the STRB could scrap even that minimal increase and cancel any increases for the foreseeable future. London branches are organising a lobby of the STRB meeting – we will put details on the website if any Coventry members would like to join them.





Don’t Work For Free!


Payment for Additional Responsibilities


(Particularly Primary)





There is a new Section 3 paragraph 65 (School which states “Teachers are expected to contribute both orally and in writing as appropriate, to curriculum development by sharing their professional expertise with colleagues and advising on effective practice.  This does not mean that they can be expected to take on the responsibility of, and accountability for, a subject area or to manage other teachers without appropriate additional payment.  Responsibilities of this nature should be part of a post that is in the leadership group or linked to a post which attracts a TLR”.


Colleagues affected by this can either:


Write to Headteacher quoting the new regulation and formally ask for a pay review to award a TLR1 point. We recommend that this is backdated to the time this change became effective – Sept 2008.





Or, If undertaking such additional responsibilities has worsened your work-life balance and is leading to stress-related illness or work overload, you may prefer to exercise your right to inform your Headteacher that you no longer wish to undertake that work.





Secondary Members – Don’t forget safeguarded Management Allowances end December 2008: Don’t carry on working for free!
